Rules are as follows:

1. Open to High School Students and Adults.

2. Every participant gets the same 5.5”x8'' blank sketchbook at no charge. There are 24 books available.

3. Your book must be used in some way - no sending us back an empty book or a completely different

book!

4. Any medium can be used, the covers can be decorated.

5. Please don’t use glitter.

6. Your book must remain within the dimensions of 5.5 x 8 inches. It can open up to something wonderful

(of any size), but it must fold down to the original closed dimensions. You are welcome to alter the

book in (almost) any other way.

7. Sketchbooks must be dropped off at the James by Friday, August 2nd, with the bottom portion of this

form.

8. Sketchbooks will be juried by Taube Museum of Art staff.
